Corvallis Environmental Center Background: The Corvallis Environmental Center (CEC) is a
community-based, educational non-profit that has prioritized partnerships to implement programs to
address community needs since 1994. CEC's mission is to create a healthy, sustainable community.
We do this through pre-K through 8th environmental education, Farm to School programs, youth
leadership development, teacher training, and food security. We work in Corvallis, Oregon, and
surrounding rural communities.

This position takes place primarily in a classroom
setting, assisting with enrichment activities for an afterschool program held in partnership with
Corvallis School District. You will gain a deeper understanding of the natural world and
environmental issues while building the leadership, communication, and problem solving skills
gained through working with youth. We work with interns to design their experiences around their
interests, and are open to remote projects such as lesson planning, direct instruction in the
classroom, and assisting with various projects to support our Nature Education programs.
